1) Welcome
The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
Present: Boyd Ross; Emma Griffin; Michael Last; Cllr. Juli Harris; Michael Griffin; Linda Bracken; Anne Marshall; Simon Bokor-Ingram.
2) Apologies

3) Approval of minute of meeting held on 11th March 2026
Approved my Michael Griffin; seconded by Linda Bracken. 
4) Action tracker updates
Updates on outstanding actions were provided and are included in the attached action tracker. 
5) Councillor’s business
Cllr Derek Ross provided an email update regarding litter on the A941. The issue has been reported to Moray Council’s Waste Team.
· Cllr Juli Harris provided an update on the Berry Burn funding, including funding streams currently available for bids.
· The playpark project remains on track.
· Local elections take place on 7th May, with a Council meeting scheduled for 6th May. It was noted that any particularly contentious issues are unlikely to be discussed until the end-of-June meeting.
· Linda raised concerns about a lack of supervision on the school bus. Cllr Harris will raise the offer of parents volunteering to accompany children on bus runs.
· Action: Emma to put out a call for volunteers via the School Parent Council.
6) Group update on roads
Michael Last noted that, under a previous local authority, the roads were maintained. This was discussed alongside the action tracker. The Moray Council Chief Executive will be shown the issues on 21st May, when they attend the AVC meeting. Further meetings with Council officers will be arranged following this.
7) Group update on communication
Notice boards renewal being pursued. Emma and Simon to meet with Tom Bokor-Ingram who has been looking at flexibility of current AVC website.  
8) Group update on play park renewal
Playpark work on track. £5000 available for extra equipment, following old slide being removed. 
9) Group update on fundraising and events
Update from Treasurer provided in advance of the meeting:
· The licence has been received for the whisky tasting, and the event is confirmed for 2nd May.
Boyd is preparing applications to a number of funds currently inviting bids. A proposal to establish a polytunnel was discussed, and Boyd will submit a funding bid for this.
10) Treasurer Report
Following report provided by Treasurer in advance of the meeting:

· Cash: £1,214.63
· Bank: £6,193.15
One payment has been received from RHI for £561.06. A further six payment periods remain, which are expected to be of a similar amount. Due to issues with the system, one submission had to be resubmitted; updates will be provided as these payments progress.

Michael Griffin suggested adding a couple of June events, including a village tidy-up on Saturday 30th May, to include sorting the contents of the container at the playpark. Emma will add these items to the newsletter and then pass the final copy to Laura Cameron at the Council for printing.
